We will return to school at approximately 2:30pm and collection from classrooms will occur as usual.

We have managed to reduce the cost of the trip through a school 

discount from the providers and the school’s enrichment budget. If we do not receive sufficient payments to 

cover the cost of the trip it is possible that the trip may have to be cancelled.
